PEACE AND QUIET

in Rural Cumbria

Surrounded by gently rolling farmland and with stunning views across to the beautiful
Lakeland Fells of Buttermere, Nepgill Park in Cumbria promises tranquillity and pleasing
isolation. It’s also a haven for wildlife and is one of the few areas of the country where you

can still find the Red Squirrel in its native habitat.

This lovely park, with just 54 homes on it, nestles near the
village of Bridgefoot and is owned by Kevin and Marcia
Morgan, who also live on the park. Six plots were still
available at the time of writing and the Morgan’s find that
Stately homes are the most popular on the park. "They are
very well thought out with many nice details," said Marcia
Morgan. "Not only is the interior layout very practical, but
they also have a very high level of external appeal," she
added. "Some homes look like square boxes, but not
Stately’s. It’s a pleasure to have them on our park as they
make it look so attractive. We also find that their after-sales
team are excellent - which is an added bonus."

In the wild grassed areas you can see ground
nesting birds and a profusion of wild
flowers, including several species of orchid.

As can be seen from the photos, many homes at Nepgill
have mature, well-kept gardens which enjoy wonderful
views of the Western Fells of Bassenthwaite, Buttermere
and Ennerdale.

The Park prides itself on its recreational areas, which
include a pond with reeds, water plants, water fowl,
amphibians and small mammals. There are also woods
which, in spring, abound with snowdrops, crocus, daffodils
and bluebells and other wild flowers. Varied flora persist
throughout the summer, autumn and winter making a
ready haven for the red squirrels. In the wild grassed areas
you can see ground nesting birds and a profusion of wild
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flowers, including several species of orchid. An organic
approach to horticulture is taken here and no chemical
pesticides or weed killers are used.

In order to preserve the wildlife areas on the Park and to
enhance the peace and tranquillity of Park life, Nepgill do
not allow cats and dogs.

There are plenty of interesting places to visit in the area and

a regular bus service runs to nearby Cockermouth. The
towns of Keswick and Maryport are also nearby.

Maryport, with its magnificent harbour and marina, has
an interesting connection with one of the most famous
names in shipping. It was birthplace in 1837 and home
to the family of Henry Ismay, renowned owner of the
White Star Line. The jewel in his fleet was the famous
Titanic, which stopped off the coast, prior to its fatal
maiden voyage, to salute Maryport. The ship’s owner was
also instrumental in the design and engineering of this
magnificent, ill-fated vessel.

Anyone looking for a park in restful surroundings and with
a good community spirit will find it here in this truly
beautiful rural landscape.
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
